. Securely plug the power cord (for the AC adapter) fully into the AC
adapter inlet.

2. Turn the Quad over. Hold the plug of AC adapter so that the arrow
mark is on the top face and connect it to power jack of the Quad.

3. Plug the power cable into the electrical outlet.
When the plug the power cable plugged in, the Red LED on the
power lamp (V) is illuminated up.
